This is a list of all of the features in ROAM that must be present in the new backend:

1. assets
a. Common attributes among all assets such as purchase date, category, so on

2. employees

a. first name, last name, service number so on
3. assets being assigned to employees

a. are assigned 
b. An employee can be assigned one or more asset
c. Assets can be declared ‘defective’ or ‘discarded’ which takes them out of service

d. Before being assigned an employee, assets are considered in the ‘pool’ (from which assets can be assigned)

4. assets’ histories are tracked
a. Not only can assets be assigned to employees, but a record of all past assignments is maintained along with comments or notes relevant to the assignment

5. assets have accessories
a. Physical things like chargers or cords
b. Software or ‘logical’ things like MS Office or map files

6. assets have configurations (currently handled through the accessory system)

a. Portal configuration is handled heavily through ROAM.  For example, which portal version is on there or which eForms are included in portal
7. assets (or kind of accessories) can have statistics (specifically tablets)

a. last sync date, percent of documents synced, so on
8. assets can be added

a. individually

b. batched

9. Tablets have ‘profiles’
