Form Items
To my knowledge, other than the items mentioned above, there are only a small number of mostly simple items pending on the form:
· Confirmation emails/SMS that are sent to the user who filled out the form are very vague
· The management levels required for different approver situations should be verified (the business rules of a form of type X with request type Y requires a manager of level Z to approve)
· Broadband Card Data packages should be read from the DB
Backend Items

· The approval page for iPad requests is unfinished

· Need to verify that permissions are correct, in particular on mobile and especially tablet requests
· Email content should probably be more specific
· If someone is a manager, he will only see requests for which he was marked as the approver (in the form “Approval” step).  A few other items have hinted  that managers should be able to see all requests from their cost centre for the device they manage.  I need to determine if this is the case, and if so, make this change.

· This list had “Managers/supervisors should only see requests for their own cost centres (all form types)“

· Request forwarding is in place (assigning it to a different manager), but the auto complete doesn’t take into account roles.  It only takes into account management levels and name criteria.
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WAIT ON THIS

Need individual approvals and declines for each line, but allow to approve or decline “all”.

This will end up being quite complex since this will mean allowing different statuses for a few different items (the request in general for the replacement / services / accessories).  This will also complicate reporting.  

In short, this is going to be a 1-4 hour effort.  Considering the amount of effort, it may be better to allow tablet requests to be edited in a similar fashion to mobile requests.  That way, instead of declining a certain item and approving the rest, the manage can simply delete a certain item and then approve the entire request.
